Dress and Grooming Code (as revised for the 2008/2009 school year)

The following guidelines apply to all students, grades Pre-K through 12, unless special arrangements have been made with, and at the sole discretion of the administrator due to extraordinary circumstances.  Dress and grooming issues that may be unclear in the mind of a student or parent will be clarified by decision of the administrator.
Male Students
· Solid color (pleated or not), “Docker’s” style cotton twill slacks (with inside pockets), worn at the waist.  “Baggies” and “flares” are prohibited.
· Dress or Polo shirts (striped, solid, or plaid; long or short sleeved).  Dress shirts must be neatly tucked into the slacks.  Depending upon the cut and appearance, Polo shirts may be tucked or untucked.  Appropriate Polo shirt logos must be smaller than 3 inches in diameter.
· Clean, neatly trimmed hair, off of the eyebrows and collars.  Extreme, bizarre, or feminine cuts or colors, as well as sideburns below the ear, are prohibited.  Facial hair is prohibited.
· One tasteful, non-distracting necklace or bracelet.  Earring(s), hanging chains, and damaging rings are prohibited.
Female Students
· Uniform style twill skirts, knee length or below, plaid or solid color (pleated or not), “Docker’s” style cotton twill slacks with same prohibitions as for males.  Grade 6 and below may wear jumpers.

· Modest, button down dress shirts or Polo shirts (striped, solid, or plaid; long or short sleeved).  Dress shirts must be tucked in.  Polo shirts may be tucked or untucked.

· Clean, neatly combed or brushed hair. Extreme, bizarre, or non-feminine cuts or colors are prohibited.

· Tasteful, non-distracting jewelry.  Excessive, gaudy, or lavish jewelry is prohibited. 
· At least two female faculty members will be appointed and identified to speak and act on behalf of the Administrator in the enforcement and interpretation of all female provisions of this Dress and Grooming Code.

All Students
· Footwear must be clean, with laces tied or straps fastened, having no rips or holes.  Students may wear backless shoes, however, flip-flops are prohibited.
· Cardigan, crew neck, or V neck sweaters (long, short, or sleeveless) may be worn.  Bulky turtleneck sweaters and blazers, as well as layers worn underneath “in code” shirts, blouses, or sweaters are also acceptable.    Outdoor coats or jackets, as well as denim or flannel clothing, are prohibited as “indoor wear.”
· Students may wear “hoodies” throughout the school day, including in classrooms in which the teacher determines that it is necessary for the student’s warmth.  However, the hood (as well as all other headwear) must be removed from the head while students are in any building or room on the RCCA campus.

· Violation of any provision of this Dress and Grooming Code will be addressed as deemed appropriate by the Administrator or his designee.  Continued or habitual violation will place the violator in jeopardy of being subjected to the provisions of our Uniform Code of Discipline.
